DAY 2: OCTOBER 8,2024 | VENICE ARRIVAL

DAY 6: OCTOBER 12,2024 1 FLORENCE | ASSISI

After breakfast, we will check out of the hotel and travel to Assisi. We
have our guided tour of Assisi, home to St. Francis of Assisi. Celebrate
Mass. Dinner on your own and overnight in Assisi.

DAY 7: OCTOBER 13, 2024 | ASSISI ﬁ

After breakfast, we visit the Basilica housing the Saint’s tomb, and
afterwards enjoy a guided tour of the Basilica and the town. After
Mass, there is free time to explore and shop.

Here are buried early martyrs and popes of the
early church. Farewell dinner at a local restaurant. Overnight in Rome.

DAY 12: OCTOBER 18

Check out of hotel and depart Rome for Pompeii. Guided tour of
Pompeii and lunch on your own. After lunch, Celebrate Mass at Our
Lady of the Rosary. Depart for Praiano for group dinner and overnight
in Praiano.
